The British educational system
The basic features of the British educational system are the following:

1. Education is compulsory for all children from 5 to 16;

2. The academic year usually begins in September and runs to early July; it has 3 terms,
divided by Christmas and Easter holidays. In addition, all schools have a “half-term
holiday”, lasting a few days or a week, in the middle of each term;

3. Compulsory education is free of charge, but parents may spend money on educating their
children if they want to;

4. There are three stages of education. children move from the first stage (primary) to the
second stage (secondary) at around the age of eleven or twelve. The third stage is
“further” education at university or college.

At the age of 5 children go to infant schools which are the first stage of primary education.
there is no written timetable and classes are informal. From 7 to 11 they attend junior schools,
the second stage of primary education. In primary school children are taught the so-called 3 R’s:
reading, writing and arithmetic. They also have music, physical training and art classes.

At the age of 11 children enter secondary schools. There are four types of state secondary
schools in Britain: grammar schools (for the most intelligent children), modern and technical
schools and comprehensive schools (for children of all abilities). Grammar schools lead towards
higher education, and the others give general or vocational education to prepare students for
employment or for further technical education. The regular secondary schools offer 7 years of
schooling, with students from 11 to 18 years of age. The last two years (16-18) they may spend
in a separate sixth form college, which concentrates on career training.

In 1988, for the first time in British history, a National Curriculum was introduced. The
National Curriculum tells pupils which subjects they have to study, what they must learn and
when they have to take assessment tests.

Between the ages of 14 and 16, pupils study for their GCSE (General Certificate of
Secondary Education) exams. Pupils must take the English language, Math, and Science for
GCSE, as well as half GCSE in a foreign language and Technology. In addition, they must also
be taught Physical Education, Religious Education and Sex Education, although they do not take
exams in these subjects.

Those who get good GCSE grades can stay at their school for another two years, if it has a
sixth form and teaches the desired subjects, and then take “A” Level (Advanced Level) exams.
Otherwise they have to leave their school and go to a sixth form college or a college of further
education. further education colleges have strong ties with commerce and industry and offer
courses in engineering, cooking or hairdressing.
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The GCE Advanced (A) Level is normally taken after a further two years of study. Good “A”
Level results in at least two subjects are necessary to get a place at a university. Universities
choose their students after interviews. There are about 100 universities in Britain. The most
famous are Oxford and Cambridge universities.

Along with the state schools, there are about 500 private schools in Britain. Most of them
charge fees. Some private schools are boarding schools, where children actually live in the
school. Many schools admit day pupils as well as boarders. Private schools usually offer only the
most academic line, and select those students who are most likely to succeed. The most
expensive private schools are called “public” schools and they have a long history and traditions.
Among the most famous public schools are Winchester, Eton, Westminster, Rugby and Harrow.

The Olympic Games are an international sports festival that began in ancient Greece. The
original Greek games took place every fourth year for several hundred years, until they were
brought to an end in the early Christian era. The Olympic Games were renewed in 1896, and
since then they have been staged every fourth year, except during World War I and World War 11
(1916, 1940, 1944).Perhaps the main difference between the ancient and modern Olympics is
that for the ancient Greeks the Games were a way of saluting their gods, when the modern
Games are a manner of saluting the athletic talents of people of all nations. The original
Olympics included competition in music, oratory, and theater performances as well. The modern
Games haven’t got them, but they represent a lot more sports than before. For two weeks and a
half any international conflicts must be stopped and replaced with friendly competitions. This is
the noble idea on which the modern Olympic movement is based.

The earliest record the Olympics goes back to 776 B.C., but historians presume that the
Games began well before then. The ancient Games were held in honour of Zeus, the most
important god for ancient Greeks. According to the earliest records, only one athletic event was
held in the ancient Olympics — a footrace of about 183 m, or the length of the stadium. A cook,
Coroibus of Elis, was the first recorded winner. Only men were allowed to compete or watch the
games. When the powerful, warlike Spartans began to compete, they changed the programme of
the Games. The 18th Olympics already included wrestling and a pentathlon, and later Games —
chariot, races and other sports. The winner of the Games were highly praised and honoured for
their results. In A.D. 394 the Games were officially ended by the Roman emperor Theodosius I,
who felt that they had pagan connotations.

Pierre de Coubertin (1863—-1937), a young French nobleman, had an idea to bring the
Olympic Games back to life. With the help of the people who supported him he managed to
organize the first modern Olympic Games in 1896. Baron de Coubertin had planned to hold the
Olympics in France, but the representatives from the nine countries that supported his idea
decided that Greece was the right place to host the first Olympic Games. The nine countries were
Belgium, England, France, Greece, Italy, Russia, Spain, Sweden, and the United States. They
agreed that every four years the Olympics would move to other great cities of the world.

The Athens Games in 1896 were a success. Athletes from thirteen countries competed in
nine sports. A second Olympics was held in France in 1900. The 1904 Summer Olympics were
held in Atlanta, the USA and hosted 197 countries. The USA took the first place winning 44
gold, 32 silver and 25 bronze medals. Russia took the second place with 26 gold, 21 silver, and
16 bronze medals.

Beginning in 1924, a Winter Olympics were included — to be held at a separate cold-
weather sports site in the same year as the Summer Games — the first held at Chamonix, France.
In 2012 XXII Olympic Winter Games took place in Sochi, Russia. The 2014 Winter Olympics
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were the most expensive Games in the history of the Olympics. Also they achieved a record
broadcast audience of 2.1 billion people worldwide. On these games medals were played for the
following sports: figure skating, speed skating, short track speed skating, ice hockey, curling,
cross-country skiing, alpine skiing, ski jumping, Nordic combined, freestyle skiing,
snowboarding, biathlon, luge, bobsleigh, skeleton.

But the Summer Games, with its wide array of events, are still the focal point of the
modern Olympics. Among the standard events are basketball, boxing, canoeing and kayaking,
cycling, equestrian arts, fencing, field hockey, gymnastics, modern pentathlon, rowing, shooting,
soccer, swimming and diving, tennis, track and field, volleyball, water polo, weight lifting,
wrestling (freestyle and Greco-Roman), and yachting. New sports are added to the roster at every
Olympic Games; among the more prominent are baseball, martial arts, and most recently
triathlon, which was first contested at the 2000 Games.The Games are governed by the
International Olympic Committee (IOC), whose headquarters are in Lausanne, Switzerland.

Air Care Worldwide, the stinky problem of pollution has grown. More and more
factories, cars, and trucks add their bad breath to the air. But the battle against air pollution is
also growing. Many U.S. cities still have dirty air. So most states are making tougher laws
against air pollution. And scientists are looking for ways to make factories and cars run cleaner.
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Cleaner Rain? Chemicals called sulfates puff out of coal-burning factories around the
world. When the sulfates mix with clouds, acid rain falls and harms lakes, rivers and plants - and
the creatures that need them. Also, the wind blows the air around. So, sulfates from one place
can fall as acid rain many miles away. The good news is that many countries are working hard to
end acid rain. Scientists are figuring out ways to make coal burn more cleanly. And in many
parts of North America, the amount of sulfates in the air has dropped. So less acid rain is falling!

Dirty Water? Nearly half of the lakes in North America are polluted. Often, companies
dump chemical wastes into water. But scientists are finding a solution to this problem, too. Some
rivers have been made much cleaner. And there are big plans to clean up the Great Lakes, the
Chesapeake Bay, the Mississippi River, and other bodies of water.

Good Energy News When we burn coal and oil for energy, we cause pollution. But little
by little we're getting more energy from the sun and the wind. This energy is clean and
renewable (that means we'll never run out of it). Energy from the sun now helps heat and light
more than 100,000 homes in the United States. More good news: many electric companies have
discovered that saving energy is better than making more energy. So they can send experts to
homes in the U.S. to look for energy "leaks"-places where energy is being wasted. Everyone
needs to have his/her home checked for leaks.

Poisons In Food Farmers often spray chemicals on crops to protect them against pests.
These chemicals are called pesticides. Scientists have found that pesticides often end up in our
food. Pesticides can cause health problems - especially for kids. But here's the good news: the
U.S. government is helping farmers find ways to protect crops without using many pesticides.

Cleaner Cars Cars are the world's biggest air polluters. But scientists are trying to invent
cars that pollute less. Farmers in Illinois are trying a fuel in their tractors made from soybeans.
And there are electric minivans being used in at least six U.S. cities.

Trash In 1993, each person in the United States threw away about four pounds (1.8 kg)
of trash daily. Put it all together and you'd fill 45,000 trash trucks every day! About 1/3 of this
waste comes from packaging.

It is difficult to give a full and accurate definition of economics, but it is possible to
indicate what problems economists are interested in. They are factors that affect prices of
goods and services and also resources necessary to produce them. Economists are also
interested in sellers' and buyers' behaviour in the market, in the relationship between «price
system» and «market mechanismy.

Now economics is more complex. There are three main approaches to economics:
microeconomics, macroeconomics, and development economics. There are also several
specialized areas of study. Among them are money economics, international economics,
labour economics, industrial economics, agricultural economics, growth economics,
mathematical economics, etc.

Like many other sciences, economics uses models to understand economic problems.

A model often helps an economist to make correct predictions. The economist usually follows
several rules when he makes a model of economic behaviour.

First, real life is complex and it is not possible for an economist to include all the
details in a model. So, a model is an abstraction from real life. A model usually includes only
essential elements and relationships of a particular economic situation.
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Second, if an economist has two different models of one phenomenon, he always
chooses the model that predicts the results of a particular phenomenon more accurately.

Third, although models are helpful in economic analysis, an economist always studies
the actual economic situation before he makes decisions.

It is not enough to make models, it is also necessary to collect and study actual data in
order to know how accurate a model is.

Computers within a single office or building may be connected, and they there fore form
a network. Users of computers on a network can send messages to each other utilizing the same
collections of data or information. In many offices and organizations computer message have
replaced messages written on paper, and they are now called e-mail or electronic mail.

E-mail is a great invention, too. It’s faster than sending a letter and cheaper than sending
a telegram.

E-mail saves paper and the work of moving paper from one place to another. Workers
can send and receive e-mail without leaving their desks and their desktop computers. But
computers have some disadvantages. Computers can get viruses. Sometimes the wrong people
can make use of the information available in the wrong way.

Operating systems control and manage the use of hardware devices such as the printer or
mouse. They also provide disk management by letting you store information in files. The
operating system also lets you run programs such as the basic word processor. Lastly, the
operating system provides several of its own commands that help you to use the computer.

DOS is the most commonly used PC operating system. DOS is an abbreviation for disk
operating system. DOS was developed by a company named Microsoft. When IBM first
released the IBM PC in 1981, IBM licensed DOS from Microsoft for use on the PC and called it
PC-DOS. Windows NT (new technology) is an operating system developed by Microsoft. NT is
an enhanced version of the popular Microsoft Windows 3.0, 3.1 programs. NT requires a 386
processor or greater and 8 Mb of RAM. For the best NT performance, you have to use a 486
processor with about 16 Mb or higher. Unlike the Windows, which runs on top of DOS,
Windows NT is an operating system itself. However, NT is DOS compatible.

0OS/2 is a C operating system created by IBM. Like NT, OS/2 is DOS compatible and
provides a graphical user interface that lets you run programs with a click of a mouse. Also like
NT, OS/2 performs best when you are using a powerful system. UNIX is
a multi-user operating system that allows multiple users to access the system. UNIX allowed
each user to simultaneously run the programs they desired. Unlike NT and OS/2, UNIX is not
DOS compatible. Most users would not purchase UNIX for their own use.

Windows 95 & 98 (Windows 2000) are the most popular user-oriented operating systems
with a friendly interface and multitasking capabilities. The usage of Windows 95 and its
enhanced version Windows 98 is so simple that even little kids learn how to use it very quickly.
Windows 95 and 98 are DOS compatible, so all programs written for DOS may work under the
new operating system

Mass media
The mass media play an important part in our lives. Newspapers, radio and especially TV

inform us of what is going on in this world and give us wonderful possibilities for education,
entertainment, and communication. They also influence the way we see the world. They can
change our views.

Of course, not all newspapers, TV programmes, news presenters, radio commentators, or
entertainers report events objectively all the time. In other words, they can be clearly biased
sometimes. However, there are many serious journalists and TV reporters who try to be as fair
and professional as possible. They try to provide us with reliable information. Some people say
that journalists are given too much freedom. They often intrude on people’s lives. They follow
celebrities and print sensational stories about them which can be untrue or half-true. You have
probably heard of the “papparazi”; they are independent photographers who take pictures of
athletes, entertainers, politicians, and other celebrities, typically while going about their life
routines. The question is: should this be allowed?

It is true that the world today is full of dramatic events, and most news seems to be bad
news, but people aren’t interested in ordinary events anymore. That is why there are so many TV
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programmes and articles about natural disasters, plane crashes, wars, murders and robberies.
Good news doesn’t usually make headlines. Bad news does.

One main source of news for millions of people is television. People like TV news
because they can see everything with their own eyes, and that’s a paramount advantage. Seeing,
as we know, is believing. Besides, it is much more difficult for politicians to lie in front of the
cameras than on the front pages of newspapers. Still, others prefer the radio. It is good to listen to
the radio while in the car, or in the open air, or while you are doing something around the house.
Newspapers don’t react to events as quickly as TV does, but they usually provide us with extra
details, comments and background information. The internet has recently become another
important source of information. Its main advantage is that news appears on the screen as soon as
things take place in real life and you don’t have to wait for news time on TV.

COMPUTER VIRUSES

Viruses are one of the biggest threats to the security of your computer files. In 1981, there was
one known computer virus. Today, the count exceeds 100,000. Between 900 and 1,300 new viruses
appear every month. Computer virus is a set program
instructions that attaches itself to a file, reproduces itself, and spreads to other files. Many types of
malicious code, including viruses, worms, and Trojan horses, are created and unleashed by individuals
referred to as “hackers” or “crackers”.

Viruses spread when people distribute infected files by exchanging disks and CDs, sending e-
mail attachments, exchanging music on file-sharing networks, and downloading software from the Web.
When your computer executes an infected program, it also executes the attached virus instructions.

A virus can be classified as a file virus, boot sector virus, or
macro virus. A file virus infects application programs, such as games. A boot sector virus infects the
system files your computer uses every time you turn it on. These viruses can cause widespread damage
to your computer files and recurring problems. A macro virus infects a set of instructions called a
“macro” — a miniature program that usually contains legitimate instructions to automate document and
worksheet production. Computer worms are similar self-replicating
programs, except they can spread without human help. There are other harmful computer
programs that can be part of a virus, but they do not have the ability to replicate. For example,
spyware. This type of malware spies on users’ activities, usually to steal financial details or
passwords. A Trojan is a
type of malicious program that pretends to be a trusted file. A Trojan pretends to be something
interesting and harmless, such as a game, but when it runs it may have harmful effects.

Operating Systems

Operating systems control and manage the use of hardware devices such as the printer or
mouse. They also provide disk management by letting you store information in files. The
operating system also lets you run programs such as the basic word processor. Lastly, the
operating system provides several of its own commands that help you to use the computer.
the IBM PC in 1981, IBM licensed DOS from Microsoft for use on the PC and called it PC-
DOS. Windows NT (new technology) is an
operating system developed by Microsoft. NT is an enhanced version of the popular Microsoft
Windows 3.0, 3.1 programs. NT requires a 386 processor or greater and 8 Mb of RAM. For the
best NT performance, you have to use a 486 processor with about 16 Mb or higher. Unlike the
Windows, which runs on top of DOS, Windows NT is an operating system itself. However, NT
1s DOS compatible. 0S2isaC
operating system created by IBM. Like NT, OS/2 is DOS compatible and provides a graphical
user interface that lets you run programs with a click of a mouse. Also like NT, OS/2 performs
best when you are using a powerful system.

UNIX is not DOS compatible. Most users would not purchase UNIX for their own use.
