Scientific and technical progress

The basis of scientific and technical progress of today is new informational technology
which is very different from all the previous technologies. Thanks to up-to-date software and
robots new informational technologies can make many processes much faster and transmit
information more quickly. It is important today because the quantity of information grows
rapidly. New informational society has its peculiarities.

Firstly, more and more employees work in the sphere of service and information.

Secondly, more and more huge databases appear to collect and store the information. And
finally, information and IT become goods and start playing important part in the country's
economy. These processes affect social structures and values. It becomes important to learn to
get new knowledge quickly and sometimes to change your qualification.

IT can first lead to unemployment, but later create even more workplaces especially for
highly qualified professionals. While the hardest work can be performed by robots and routine
calculations by computers, in the future people with the most creative mind and numerous fresh
ideas will get better career chances.

On one hand technology development gives more access to professional and cultural
information and leads to new forms of individual enterprises. But on the other hand there is a
danger of total control of private life unless special laws are enforced by the government.

Another danger is «intellectual terrorism» when computer viruses block important
programs. There are other directions of technical and scientific progress of today.
One of them is the development of new ecologically clean sources of energy using sun,
gravitation, winds or rain.

New kind of transports and new agricultural methods that do not harm our nature are being
developed today. Breakthroughs in science have led to creation of artificial viruses for new
medicines and products, body organs for transplantation and productive soils for growing
vegetables and crops.

Many new materials and technologies are being used in our everyday life. All these
innovations may have influence on our life, social relations and globally on our Earth. The
influence can be very different: from psychological and health problems of children who spend
too much time online to an opportunity to prevent genetic diseases for future generations.

But the most difficult problems the humanity faces are global problems. The first and
foremost is ecological problem: pollution of air, water and soil, exhaustion of natural resources.
Renewable natural resources such as oxygen, forests, flora and fauna do not have enough time
to regenerate. This leads to different changes in climate and nature such as depletion of ozone
layer and other things that has not been properly studied by scientists yet.

Other crucial problems include wars, epidemics, and demographic problems.
The only way to solve them is to work globally and in cooperation with other countries. And
here the humanity should find a way to use new technologies for the common good.

The solution of these problems cannot be postponed because otherwise people will have
fewer chances to survive on this planet.

Shopping

When we want to buy something, we go to a shop. There are many kinds of shops in every
town or city, but most of them have a food supermarket, a department store, men's and
women's clothing stores, grocery, a bakery and a butchery.

I like to do my shopping at big department stores and supermarkets. They sell various goods
under one roof and this is very convenient. A department store, for example, true to its name, is
composed of many departments: readymade clothes, fabrics, shoes, sports goods, toys, china
and glass, electric appliances, cosmetics, linen, curtains, cameras, records, etc. You can buy
everything you like there.

There are also escalators in big stores which take customers to different floors. The things
for sale are on the counters so that they can be easily seen. In the women's clothing department
you can find dresses, costumes, blouses, skirts, coats, beautiful underwear and many other
things. In the men's clothing department you can choose suits, trousers, overcoats, ties, etc.

In the knitwear department one can buy sweaters, cardigans, short-sleeved and long-sleeved
pullovers, woollen jackets. In the perfumery they sell face cream and powder, lipstick, lotions
and shampoos.

In a food supermarket we can also buy many different things at once: sausages, fish, sugar,
macaroni, flour, cereals, tea. At the butcher's there is a wide choice of meat and poultry. At the
bakery you buy brown and white bread, rolls, biscuits.

Another shop we frequently go to is the greengrocery which is stocked by cabbage,
potatoes, onions, cucumbers, carrots, beetroots, green peas and what not. Everything is sold
here ready-weighed and packed. If you call round at a dairy you can buy milk, cream, cheese,
butter and many other products.

The methods of shopping may vary. It may be a selfservice shop where the customer goes
from counter to counter selecting and putting into a basket what he wishes to buy. Then he
takes the basket to the check-out counter, where the prices of the purchases are added up. If it is
not a self-service shop, and most small shops are not, the shop-assistant helps the customer in
finding what he wants. You pay money to the cashier and he gives you back the change.

Air Care

Worldwide, the stinky problem of pollution has grown. More and more factories, cars, and trucks
add their bad breath to the air. But the battle against air pollution is also growing. Many U.S. cities
still have dirty air. So most states are making tougher laws against air pollution. And scientists are
looking for ways to make factories and cars run cleaner.

Cleaner Rain?

Chemicals called sulfates puff out of coal-burning factories around the world. When the sulfates
mix with clouds, acid rain falls and harms lakes, rivers and plants - and the creatures that need
them. Also, the wind blows the air around. So, sulfates from one place can fall as acid rain many
miles away. The good news is that many countries are working hard to end acid rain. Scientists are
figuring out ways to make coal burn more cleanly. And in many parts of North America, the
amount of sulfates in the air has dropped. So less acid rain is falling!

Dirty Water?

Nearly half of the lakes in North America are polluted. Often, companies dump chemical wastes
into water. But scientists are finding a solution to this problem, too. Some rivers have been made
much cleaner. And there are big plans to clean up the Great Lakes, the Chesapeake Bay, the
Mississippi River, and other bodies of water.

Good Energy News

When we burn coal and oil for energy, we cause pollution. But little by little we're getting more
energy from the sun and the wind. This energy is clean and renewable (that means we'll never run
out of it). Energy from the sun now helps heat and light more than 100,000 homes in the United
States. More good news: many electric companies have discovered that saving energy is better
than making more energy. So they can send experts to homes in the U.S. to look for energy
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"leaks"-places where energy is being wasted. Everyone needs to have his/her home checked for
leaks.

Poisons In Food

Farmers often spray chemicals on crops to protect them against pests. These chemicals are called
pesticides. Scientists have found that pesticides often end up in our food. Pesticides can cause
health problems - especially for kids. But here's the good news: the U.S. government is helping
farmers find ways to protect crops without using many pesticides.

Cleaner Cars

Cars are the world's biggest air polluters. But scientists are trying to invent cars that pollute less.
Farmers in Illinois are trying a fuel in their tractors made from soybeans. And there are electric
minivans being used in at least six U.S. cities.

Trash

In 1993, each person in the United States threw away about four pounds (1.8 kg) of trash daily.
Put it all together and you'd fill 45,000 trash trucks every day! About 1/3 of this waste comes from
packaging. But here's a bit of good news. Some companies have begun to use less packaging. And
lot of U.S. cities have started recycling projects. In these ways we've begun making less trash.
Everyone should look at what they throw away and try to throw away less.

So, dear world, you may be covered with dirt and gasping for air. But many people are working
hard to fix you, and many kids are rooting for you, too. By the time these kids have grown up, you
may do your clean old self again!

Many
opportunities to work and to satisfy at the same time the requirements of the society and your own
personal interest are offered in the sphere of the services transport, communications and many

others.

e do you enjoy thinking about problems;

e do you enjoy working with your hands;

e do you like working on you own;
e do you enjoy being creative.
